The Chief Justice of the Maine Supreme Judicial Court, Leigh Saufley, is scheduled to become Senior
College’s next Distinguished Speaker on Thursday, May 13 at 10:30 a.m. Mark your calendars now!

One of the first women to be appointed to the state supreme court, Saufley became the first woman
in Maine history to be named Chief Justice in 2001. As well as presiding over the court, she oversees
the administration of the entire Maine judicial system, supervising all fifty-three District and Superior
Court judges, and serving as the judiciary’s primary contact with the legislature and the governor’s
office.

In Belfast, she will be speaking about the current state of Maine’s distinctive court system, its chal-
lenges and accomplishments, as well as its needs and prospects for the twenty-first century.

(bring a friend!). It will take place in the Conference Center located in the new wing of the
Hutchinson Center, and be followed by light refreshments.
