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Frederick Hutchinson and Senior College

Dr. Frederick (Fred) Hutchinson, the 16th President of the University of Maine who, along 
with Charles Cawley, created our Belfast Hutchinson Center, passed away on April 7, 2010.  
Their vision created the opportunity for the Senior College to begin in Belfast.

Fred was a Maine “original” success story.  Born on the family farm in rural Atkinson, 
Maine, he attended a one-room school house and attended the University of Maine, Orono, 
with a $200 scholarship from Sears and Roebuck.  Fred went on to earn a masters degree 
in 1957 and his doctorate from Penn State in 1966.

Fred’s distinguished academic career included 15 years as a faculty member, followed by 
service as a Dean and then Vice President of Research and Public Service at UMaine.  After 
serving in the U.S. State Department for 7 years, Fred was named the Provost and Senior 
Vice President at Ohio State. He returned to UMaine in 1992 as President and served in that 
capacity until his retirement in 1997.

Perhaps one of Dr. Hutchinson’s lasting contributions is the establishment of the Belfast 
Campus.  He was committed to creating student access to the land-grant University of 
Maine and his public/private partnership with Mr. Cawley from MBNA made this possible for 
students of all ages from Mid-Coast Maine.

Fred was consummate story teller who used this ability and his outstanding sense of humor 
to personally connect with all people he met. He was a proud and valuable advisor as the 
Center developed and Senior College owes him a debt of gratitude.  He will be missed by all 
who had the good fortune of knowing him.
