Special Speaker, Kate Smith
Assistant Paintings Conservator, Museum of Fine Arts, Boston
Saturday, September 11, 10:30 a.m. Hutchinson Center

Kate Smith’s work at the Museum of Fine Arts in Boston focuses on the technical examination of
the 17th century Dutch and Flemish collection. A greater understanding of her work can be
found in the findings from two pieces explained below.

“Recent examination of ~ Man on Horseback by Gerard ter Borch and Winter Skating Scene by
Barent Avercamp have revealed intresting insights into the artists' process. In the case of the

ter Borch, infrared reflectography and an x-radiograph of the painting showed many subtle

shifts made in the position of the horse and rider. The artist painted the hat, armor, and horse's

front legs two or three different ways before arriving at the final arrangement and covering his

tracks with the last layer of paint.

“The Avercamp scene was initially drawn in thin dark lines, establishing each part of the compo-
sition in a loose sketch revealed below the paint layer in infrared. However, when it came time
to paint the scene, the artist used the detailed drawing as a cursory guide only; many figures
and objects were painted in different positions than planned, while some figures were not
painted at all, abandoned to invisibilty until revealed by modern technology. Taken as individual
records, these discoveries are curious and quite interesting, but they can also take on added
significance in the larger context of an artist's oeuvre or when comparing the work of one artist
to another. Style and medium of underdrawing and a habit of compositional changes can be a
sort of handwriting to help identify characteristic technique when attribution is in question.
Technical examination provides an investigative tool to complement art historical connoisseur-
ship."

Kate Smith graduated from Smith College in 1994 with a B.A. in art history and a concentration

in studio art after which she completed internships in the conservation labs of the National Gal-
lery of Art, Washington D.C. and the Isabella Stewart Gardner Museum in Boston. She received
her masters in paintings conservation from Buffalo State College in 2001 and completed a post-
graduate internship at the Straus Center for Conservation at the Harvard Art Museum the fol-
lowing year, focusing on the infrared examination of paintings. She continued at the Straus
Center as assistant conservator and project supervisor for the restoration of two mural cycles at
the Boston Public Library, John Singer Sargent’s Triumph of Religion  and Edwin Austin Abbey’s
The Quest for the Holy Grail . In 2004-05, Kate spent 10 months working for Gianfranco Poco-
bene Studio as project supervisor for the conservation of John La Farge’s mural decoration at
Trinity Church, Boston. Following this project, she held positions as assistant conservator at

Senior College Dollars and Cents

Have you ever wondered what senior college spends on the wonderful refreshments served at our classes, special events and

receptions?

On July 1, 2010, we began a new budget year and thought you might enjoy knowing more about where our operating income
comes from and, more importantly, how it is spent.

Our income for the upcoming year is expected to be about $55,000. Our membership fees generate $12,000; our course fees
total $26,500; special trips/activities, $15,000; and interest income and miscellaneous produce the remainder of our $55,000

annual income.

TOTAL Expected Revenues $55,000

Senior college expenses are expected to also total $55,000. Our major expenses include a textbook-instructional supplies line
item of $13,000. Our newsletter and other promotional materials are budgeted at $5,000. Our classroom rent to the Hutchinsor
Center is expected to cost $4,500. Our coffee breaks will be about $7,000. Our special events include our Arts Festival, our
annual meeting, our faculty recognition and countless trips and special programsand have a budget of $18,000. Our administra
tive costs including postage, photocopying, insurance and misc. office expenses are expected to cost $7,000. In all, our ex-
penses will approach $55,000 so that we will end the year with a balanced budget on June 30, 2011.

Our college maintains a modest fund balance from other years which helps to smooth out cash flow gaps.
*The Special Events Account is essentially a pass-through account for income-expense directly from members taking SC trips.

Finally, our ability to offer great courses and special programs depends entirely on our membership. As an all-volunteer or-
ganization, no person is paid and we urge you to volunteer to help operate your college. Your involvement both personally and

financially make our senior college the success that it is.
